Please identify specific roles,
accomplishments, and responsibilities for these activities. Include the number of
seasons (color guard, percussion, winter guard, or winter percussion) you have
been a member of pageantry.

3. Future plans: What are your plans and goals for post-high school education,
both in academics and career focus. Where do you want to be in five years?
